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Project-based learning can encourage creativity, innovation, and collaboration. It can also accommodate a variety of

learning styles and strengths. However, if we’re not careful, project-based learning can become more about the

project and less about the learning!

By focusing on learner outcomes and putting assessment front and center, project-based learning can be an accurate

and motivating way to meet curricular goals while actively engaging students. Keep the focus where it needs to be –

on the learning.
